Conditions that Increase the Risk of Kidney Transplantation

Psychosocial or financial issues that could result in noncompliance

Loss of previous kidney graft due to recurrence of medical renal disease within the first week
after kidney transplantation

HIV-positive status

Absolute Contraindications to Kidney Transplantation

Medical noncompliance
